Events are considered a strong vehicle to 
increase visitors numbers into Hawke’s Bay therefore there is a dedicated member of the tourism 
team committed to the Conference and Events Sector. They can offer assistance in determining 
calendar dates and in pointing organisers in the right direction for assistance. They should be the 
first point of contact for event organizers both within and out of Hawke’s Bay.

If 
applicable an event application form will need to be filled in for organised outdoor events which 
you need to allow a minimum of 10 workings days to be processed.

Hastings City Council:  
As well as normal local government roles, HDC provides assistance to events held in the district.  
The Events Co-ordinator position provides first point of contact for Council processes, regulations 
and grants.

Wairoa District Council: 
The Wairoa Council currently does not have any input into events other than process the 
necessary consents. The newly established Wairoa Community Development Trust's application 
for funding to employ an Events Coordinator is in the final stages and that will happen in the next
